Between October and December 2021, a total of 60,581 movements were recorded, composed of 52,308 \
arrivals and 8,273 departures. Arrivals were recorded at locations in Askira/Uba, Bama, Biu, Damboa, //

Departures were recorded in Askira/Uba, Bama, Gwoza, Kala/Balge and Konduga LGAs of Borno, and
Demsa, Fufore, Girei, Gombi, Hong, Lamurde, Madagali, Maiha, Michika, Mubi North, Mubi South, Numan,
Song, Yola North and Yola South LGAs of Adamawa State.

Out of the 60,581 movements recorded, 4,854 were recorded from neighbouring countries which
composed of 2,579 IDPs and 2,275 Returnees. Of these arrivals, 4,743 individuals were from Cameroon
and 111 individuals from the Republic of Niger. Seventy-two per cent (72%) of the new arrivals reported
to have relocated voluntarily, 15 per cent relocated due to poor living conditions, 12 per cent relocated due
to conflicts/attacks, and the remaining 1 per cent relocated due to improved security.

ETT assessments identified the following movement triggers: Voluntary relocation (35%), poor living
conditions  (19%), camp closure/government-assisted relocation (18%), improved security (16%),
